Information for A2CT Directors

The following is information you need to be aware of and agree to in order to direct a main stage show for Ann Arbor Civic Theatre.
Rehearsals
●Rehearsals are Sun-Thurs from 7-10pm; 8 weeks for non-musicals, 10 weeks for musicals, including tech week. (Weeks must be consecutive except shows rehearsing over the winter holidays, which may skip a week.)  Extra rehearsal time at Civic may be requested if available; otherwise individual productions are responsible for finding alternate space.  Any rent for extra rehearsals comes out of the individual show’s budget.

●If two main stage shows’ rehearsals overlap, A2CT will find alternate space at no extra cost to the production.

● The A2CT rehearsal space is used as a performance space for the A2CT 

Studio Series. Each Studio Series show gets the studio for their final dress rehearsal. If a mainstage show rehearsal overlaps with a studio show, the main stage show will be asked to relocate to another location for the studio series dress rehearsal. A2CT will find the best alternate space for the production and will pay the cost.

Auditions

All initial auditions take place at A2CT.  The show currently rehearsing must use alternate rehearsal space during the auditions for the following show.  A2CT will find the best alternate space for the production and will pay the cost.  No show will be asked to move to an alternate location during the last two weeks before move-out.  Auditions must be scheduled with the A2CT staff.

 Graphic Design, Photography, Marketing
●All graphic designs and publicity photography must be approved by the A2CT staff to ensure quality and to meet media specifications.
●Directors must agree to assist in or at least not hinder marketing efforts for their show.

Costumes, Sets, Props

●The scene shop is used by several A2CT productions during the season.  Directors and designers need to be aware that shop space and time must be shared with other productions.  All shop time must be scheduled with the A2CT shop steward.

●Props, set pieces, and costumes must not be removed from the storage area without permission from the shop steward or costume supervisor.  Items may be tagged in advance. 
Budget

●Your budget was determined by the A2CT staff and the Board.  Any extra money may be requested, but directors should be aware that extra money is not guaranteed unless the individual production provides its own funding source.  ●Reimbursements for items exceeding the agreed-upon budget might not be paid.

●Due to budget and venue constraints, A2CT has instituted a cap of 10 musicians in the pit with more possible if the orchestra is onstage. Productions are asked to keep within a $35 per service cap for pit musicians, not to exceed a total of $3150.  Do not propose a show that cannot work with these restrictions. Make sure your music director is aware of this when you apply to direct a show.
